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Biography

Ashok Saxena is currently the Dean of Engineering, Distinguished Professor and the Irma F. and Raymond C. Giffels Endowed Chair in Engineering at the University of Arkansas.

Dr. Saxena's research area is mechanical behavior of materials, specializing in fracture mechanics and its application to life prediction, reliability and risk assessment of structural components operated at elevated temperatures. He is an author of over 160 papers, 2 text books and seven other reference books. He is a fellow of ASTM and a fellow of ASM International and the winner of numerous awards, including the George Irwin Medal from ASTM (1992) and the Outstanding Research Author Award from the Georgia Institute of Technology in Atlanta (1993).

Dr. Saxena previously held the position of Regents’ Professor and Chair of the School of Materials Science and Engineering at Georgia Tech. Prior to joining Georgia Tech in 1985, he was a Fellow Scientist at the Westinghouse Research and Development Center in Pittsburgh, Pa. 

Dr. Saxena received his MS and PhD degrees from University of Cincinnati in 1972 and 1974, respectively in Materials Science and Metallurgical Engineering and his BS degree from the Indian Institute of Technology, Kanpur in 1970 in Mechanical Engineering.
