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Biography

Bruce E. Seely is professor of history and chair of the Department of Social Sciences at Michigan Technological University.    

He has written extensively about the history of engineering education and  was the recipient of ASEE's William Elgin Wickenden Award in 2000 for his article, "The `Other' Re-engineering of Engineering Education, 1900-1965," Journal of Engineering Education (July 1999).  He also received the Olmsted Award of the ASEE Liberal Studies Division in 2004.  
He has served as program director for Science and Technology Studies at the National Science Foundation, and as secretary of the Society for the History of Technology.  His other research interests have included the history of transportation --especially roads and railroads -- and the history of the iron and steel industry.  
More recently, he has been involved in developing Michigan Tech's undergraduate education program in nanotechnology, focusing on the societal implications of emergent technologies.
